Make it easy.  Keep good books, magazines, and newspaper 
around the house. You’ll give your kids plenty of opportunities to 
read.

PLEASE HELP US KEEP ALL STUDENTS SAFE  
and be a good role model for your child, too.  Show your 
support for our citizenship program, “The Other 3 Rs”.   
Respect for self.  Respect for others.  Be responsible. 
 
Parking, Parking, Parking— 
“Be in the KNOW and go with the FLOW, please!” 
  
We, too, are concerned about the safety and flow of traffic in and 
around the parking lots.  Drop-off is after 8:30AM. There is no super-
vision provided prior to 8:30AM  Students should not enter or exit 
through the office without a parent with them. Pick-up is at 3:00PM.  
All students exit through the back doors of the school. 
 
Solution #1: As the weather cools down, we hope that more students 
will choose to WALK or RIDE the BUS to school. This act, in and of 
itself, will make a tremendous difference in regards to traffic congestion 
around the school. 
 
Solution #2: “Be in the KNOW and go with the FLOW, please!” Learn 
where it is okay to park and how to safely drop off or pick up your child
(ren). 
Choice #1 Back Parking Lot (by Grayhawk Park) The single-lane 
drop-off/pick-up line works its way South on 76th Street into the park-
ing lot. Please respect the red fire line curbs, bike lane, handicapped 
parking spaces and red cones. No parking is allowed in these areas. 
Please use a parking space if you are walking your students up to the 
school. Please use the crosswalk for your child’s safety. Otherwise, 
please pull all the way up to the end of the sidewalk closest to the ten-
nis courts. This way, we could have five to six cars emptying or loading 
safely at one time onto or from the sidewalk, not the gravel. 
Choice #2 Side Parking Lot (NE corner of 76th Street  
and Grayhawk Drive)  This parking lot is for temporary parking only 
during the day and is not intended for drop-off or pick-up. If you choose 
to use this parking lot during those times, please respect and do not park 
along the red fire lane curbs, handicapped or reserved parking. Your 
child may wait on the sidewalk at the crosswalk until you pull around. 
Please do not encourage your child to walk into the parking lot without 
an adult with them. Help keep all students safe!! 
Choice #3 Front Driveway (on Grayhawk Drive) 
This is not meant for either drop-off or pick-up.  However, if you 
choose to use the area during these times please respect the single-lane 
line and rules for the yellow and red curbs in the driveway. There is no 
parking allowed on Grayhawk Drive. Let’s keep all children safe! 
Choice #4 Kindergarten Pick-Up Only 
The bus lane behind the school is used from 2:45PM-2:55PM 
for Kindergarten pick-up only on the west side of the school.

We encourage 
you to consider not using a cell phone while in these areas for the  
safety of all children.

Why We Have Six Early Dismissal Days 

 
 

The Paradise Valley Unified School District has committed to focusing our efforts on improv-
ing student achievement by focusing on improving instruction for all students at all levels.  
This has become a singular and consistent focus as we diagnose, plan, and implement effective 
teaching strategies and curriculum aligned with the state academic standards.  As with any 
worthwhile project, it is critical that we take the time necessary to effectively plan and provide 
training for the teachers who are essential to the implementation of any instructional technique.  
To that end, the district has scheduled six half days for professional staff development for 
our teaching staff.  I am currently in the process of scheduling workshops and trainings that 
will meet our training standards, address the state academic standards, and help us achieve our 
goal of improving instruction for your children 
 

I realize that parents may question the purpose and the number of early dismissal days that 
have been scheduled.  Due to the fact that we are in the era of high stakes testing with a de-
mand for accountability, I believe it is important to take this proactive approach to ensure the 
tradition of excellence at Grayhawk.  Our goal is to make the classrooms at Grayhawk the best 
possible place for your child to be throughout the academic year.  Please know that I am com-
mitted to providing excellent training for your child’s teacher and to exercising quality control 
as we proceed with this process.  Those areas are – Maintain a positive student centered learn-
ing environment that supports students’ academic, technological and social growth, Continue 
improving SAT/AIMS Test results and 2nd Grade Terra Nova and Implement the District Gifted 
Clustering Program.  
 

As I have stated in past newsletters, we are working on four areas this year with our staff de-
velopment days.  These areas relate directly to our yearly goals set for our school by our 
School Council.
