This year, individuals can
contribute up to $200 and married couples can contribute up to $400 and receive a tax credit for the amount of money
donated. For example, if you donate $50 for an overnight outdoor education trip, you can claim a tax credit of $50 off
next year’s taxes. So you are supporting the school with money you would have paid in taxes! Imagine that! Any
taxpayer can make a donation to our school; you don’t even have to have a student enrolled at Hidden Hills, so please
share this information with family members who may wish to make a Tax Credit donation. Information on how you
can take advantage of the Tax Credit program is included in this newsletter.
