
 
 
 

WHO – WHEN - WHERE 
Qualifying 2009/2010 juniors and seniors will be able to purchase parking permits during the 
assigned dates and times for HUSKY DAYS.  Names of other qualifying grade level students who 
want to purchase a permit can be placed on a waiting list during HUSKY DAYS.  After HUSKY 
DAYS those on the waiting list will be notified.  Permits will then be issued on a first come first 
serve basis as we have a limited number of spaces.  Starting the first day of school, students 
without a Parking Permit may not park on campus until after 2:00 PM on school days.  

STANDARDS 
#1 DISCIPLINE 
Discipline records for the 2008/09 school year will be reviewed and any student who had two off 
and/or on-campus suspensions or any combination of 5 or more discipline and attendance 
referrals are ineligible for a parking permit for the first semester of the 2009/10 school year.  
 
#2 FEES 
All previous fees must be paid (excluding senior graduating fees) before a permit will be issued. 
 
#3 LICENSES 
Interested students must have a valid Arizona Driver’s License and a current Arizona Vehicle 
Registration for the vehicle listed on the Student Parking Information and Rules form.  Arizona law 
requires that a student attending school must have an Arizona Vehicle Registration unless the 
student is paying out-of-state tuition to Paradise Valley Unified School District #69. 
 

PAYMENTS 
The Parking fee is $180.00. 
Qualifying students may pay the parking fee in cash or with a separate check made out to Horizon 
High School for $180.00. Debit or Credit cards will not be accepted. 

REQUIRED INFORMATION 
Eligible students must bring the following information with them:  

1. The student’s valid Arizona Driver’s License (no permits)  
2. The current Arizona Vehicle Registration for the vehicle listed on the  

HHS Parking Information & Rules form (verification purposes only, a copy for us to 
keep is not required) 

3. The completed HHS Parking Information & Rules form printed from the HHS website 
http://cmweb.pvschools.net/hhsweb/   signed by both the student and parent 

4. $180.00 in cash or check made out to Horizon High School (Debit or Credit cards 
will not be accepted) 

Permits will only be issued when all the information is complete.
