Deþciency Reports 
        Deficiency Reports will be 
issued four times a year to parents 
of students at the midpoint of each 
quarter.  The reports reÿect deþcient 
achievement of the studentõs 
academic and behaviorial progress. 
Generally, the report should 
indicate òFailingó if the student is 
receiving an òFó at the time of the 
report or òIn Danger of Failingó if 
the student is receiving a òD.ó  The 
reports will be printed and mailed 
from the district ofþce. 

AIMS Testing Information
 All public schools in Arizona are subject to two accounta-   
bility systems.  The federal system, called No Child Left Behind    
(NCLB), determines whether schools make Adequate Yearly Pro-
gress, or AYP.  AZ Learns applies a label to schools, such as Excel- 
ling, Highly Performing, or Performing.  The common measure used 
in both systems is student performance on the AIMS test.  Because 
the AIMS test is the number one factor in determining your schoolõs 
accountability outcome, daily attendance during the AIMS testing 
period is very important.  If a student misses any part of the test, 
the performance of both your child and school are affected.  If you 
check your child out of school after a speciþc test session has 
started and he does not þnish that sub test, that part cannot be   
made up and will receive a lower score based only on what was 
completed.  However, make-up times for AIMS sub tests are avail-
able for entire sessions a student misses.
 All parents want their children to do their best and have     
pride in their local school.  Positive ways to promote these out- 
comes are to be well rested, have a good breakfast, and be on time 
to school during AIMS week.

McKinney Vento Act
 Any PVUSD schools that have families living in any of the 
following temporary situations, are required to notify Sharon Bu-
cek, PVUSD Homeless Liaison, at 602-449-3605.

² In a shelter, motel, vehicle or campground;  
² On the street; 
² In an abandoned building, trailer, or other inadequate
 accommodations; or 
² Doubled up with friends or relatives due to economic 
 hardship.

 Under the McKinney Vento Act these students have the 
right to:

² Go to school, no matter where they live or how long 
 they have lived there. 
² Continue in the school they last attended before they 
 became homeless. 
² Receive transportation to the school
 they attended before becoming 
 homeless. 
² Enroll in school without giving 
 a permanent address. 
² Enroll and attend classes while 
 the school arranges for the transfer
 of school records and/or immun-
 ization.
