PVUSD Offers Expanded 
Drug Testing Program
 The Paradise Valley Unified School District pi-
loted an expanded drug testing program for students 
in our district during the 2005-2006 school year.  This 
was as a result of survey data collected from parents 
of middle- and high-school students in the spring of 
2005.   Prior to the 2005-2006 school year, the only stu-
dents who were part of our district’s random student 
drug testing program were those who participated 
in activities sponsored by the Arizona Interscholastic 
Association (AIA). Nearly 90 percent of the parents 
and guardians who responded to the survey were 
in favor of expanding voluntary, random drug test-
ing to the broader student population, with parent 
permission.
 Based on the survey response, district person-
nel contacted the Maricopa County Attorney’s office 
about funding an expanded program.  The Maricopa 
County Attorney’s Office provided such funding for 
the last three years for the expanded drug-testing 
program.  We will continue the program this year 
as we have for the last three years.

 If parents/guardians give their permission (See 
newsletter inserts in English and Spanish.), their high 
school student will be included in the random drug 
testing program, which is designed as a deterrent to 
drug use and as a tool for parents to initiate or continue 
discussions with their children. A positive test result 
will not result in disciplinary action and police will not 
be involved. The school principal and district director 
of student services are the only staff members who 
will receive test results and contact with the parents 
regarding test results will be made by the principal.
 Permission forms to include non-A.I.A. students 
in the district’s random drug testing program are now 
available at all PVUSD high schools for parents to pick 
up or request their student bring home. The form must 
be signed in the presence of a school employee and a 
picture ID presented. The form may also be notarized 
and must be delivered or mailed to the school. Forms 
will not be accepted from students. Parents may rescind 
this permission at any time, in a letter addressed to the 
principal.
 Parents and guardians may also request a home 
drug testing kit from the principal. This kit tests for 
marijuana (THC), cocaine, opiates (heroin) and meth-
amphetamines and is done in the privacy of your home.   
Although the home drug test kit is not as expansive 
as a laboratory test, it does allow for a drug test to be 
completed in the privacy on one’s home.
 Parents may also request a voucher from their 
school’s administration for Southwest Labs, which 
offers a more expansive drug test.  With this format, 
the parent can take their student to a laboratory near 
40th Street and Bell Road and will receive the results of 
the test from their principal within three to five school 
days.  Additional information on this program is avail-
able from your school’s administration or counseling 
department.

 The Governing Board, district administrators    
and the teachers and staff at North Canyon High 
School believe we are fulfilling the promise of im-
proving student achievement.  Over the summer, the 
District took the bold step of adopting the Fulfilling 
the  Promise for Individual Excellence Guarantee, which 
appears on the inside front cover of the new Parent-
Student Handbook.
 In a nutshell, the Guarantee tells parents and stu-
dents that, if they fulfill certain commitments and the 
school fulfills certain commitments, the District can 
guarantee achievement for every student.  If a stu-
dent does not, at the minimum, Meet the Standards 
or achieve one year’s growth in math, reading and 
writing on the state AIMS test, the District will offer 
free, additional extended learning opportunities to 
reach AIMS proficiency.
 For your convenience, we have provided an insert 
of the English/Spanish version of the Guarantee as an 
insert in this newsletter.
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 Although much of my responsibility as an ad-
ministrator is focused on student management, I have 
always been a strong proponent   of creating and nur-
turing a deep-seated relationship with parents and the 
community.  I value the importance of developing a 
collaborative circle of responsibility between students, 
parents, and teachers. The education of young adults 
is often an exciting and tumultuous time. However, 
through the efforts of parent, students and educators, 
we can minimize, or eliminate, the issues that prevent 
many students from feeling successful.

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Challenge Your Students to "DREAM BIG!”

 I would like to take this opportunity to honor a 
truly remarkable teacher.  A person who lived his   life 
believing, “We cannot change the cards we are  dealt 
in life, but we can choose how we play the  hand.”  
This incredible teacher recently authored, The Last 
Lecture, a book that I highly recommend you take 
the time to read at some point this year.
 I want to recognize this teacher/author, Randy 
Pausch, a professor at Carnegie Mellon University 
who recently lost his battle with pancreatic cancer.  
Dr. Pausch was a professor of Computer Science       
and Human Computer Interaction and Design.  
Sadly, he passed away July 25, 2008. His life’s story 
was covered by the media throughout our country 
because of the impact his last lecture and book had 
on so many lives.
 Dr. Pausch loved to use clichés when talking with 
his students.  To emphasize a point he would often tell 
them, “Whether you think you can, or can’t, you’re 
right!” What a powerful message to share with our 
teenagers as they start another school year!  Our  young 
people need to believe in themselves and believe that 
anything is possible if they just do their very best 
and work hard.  Dr. Pausch pushed his students to 
think about their own childhood dreams   and chal-
lenged them to pursue those dreams, no matter how 
small, no matter how insignificant they seemed.  Life 
is about making it what you want it to be.  Randy 
Pausch modeled this for all of us by how he lived 
his life.  He was an inspiration to his students, his 

friends and his family.  He encouraged all of us to 
not only “DREAM BIG”  in terms of our own lives, 
but to also reach out to support and enable others as 
they pursue their dreams.  
 I would like to pass on this challenge to you and 
to your children as we start another school year.  In 
Chapter 23 of The Last Lecture,  Dr. Pausch shares 
some lessons which  he believed helped  him to get 
the most out of his very short life.  I’ll share three of 
his points here:
1. Time must be explicitly managed, like money.  

Use your time on the most important things.  Do 
not spend time on frivolous details.  If you are to 
reach your goals then time management is some-
thing you must learn!

2. You can always change your plan, but only if 
you have one.  Dream big!  Set goals!  Pursue a 
plan––but be sure to focus on the steps it takes to 
get there.  Set small realistic goals.  Take  it one 
day at a time to move in the direction you plan    
to go!

3. Ask  yourself:  Are you spending your time on 
the right things?  You have causes, goals, inter-     
ests.  Are you spending your time pursuing them?  
Are they worth pursuing?  Do you feel good about 
the choices you are making? 

 Let us spend this school year encouraging our 
children to dream big, to set attainable goals, and to 
spend time on the things that will help them reach 
their goals.

 Is there room for improvement? Definitely.  We 
are never content to rest on past achievements. We 
continue to develop new strategies for academic 
instruction as well as student engagement.  Teacher 
development and support are an ongoing process.  
Professional Learning Communities, in-services,    
and access to the latest educational trends are pro-
vided for certified staff.  The cultures of students do 
change and so must the educational institution if it 
is to remain vibrant and relevant to students.

There is a formal mission statement in place 
that guides our actions.  However, the best way to 
sum up what happens on our campus is our tag    
statement, “Student Learning Is the Center of Ev-
erything We Do!”
