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From the Principalõs desk 

Dear Parents, 
 

The Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports (PBIS) of Arizona was developed to address the 
issue of safe schools, and is a collaborative effort between the Arizona Department of Education, 
Arizona State University, University of Arizona, and Northern Arizona University. It is supported by 
the Center for Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports at the University of Oregon. The main 
purpose of PBISAz is to establish a comprehensive and focused program to improve the capacity of 
education and to address the specific school discipline needs and enable the development of positive 
teaching and learning environments.  

Each day the students recite the North Ranch Expectations, ñAs a North Ranch student I will be 
safe, responsible, respectful, and caring towards othersò. As you visit our school you will see the 
posters explaining our 4 Bôs in the areas of Hallways, Restrooms, MPR, Playground, Buses, Rest-
rooms, Media Center, at Assemblies, and in the Office. The teachers and students establish class-
room expectations also. One of our Office Expectations is to arrive to school on time. It would be 
greatly appreciated if you could please help your child get to school on time. Being late for school 
has an adverse effect not only on the late student but the teacher and classroom as a whole. Often 
times the teacher needs to take valuable teaching time to repeat directions to a student who has 
come into class late. As a reminder to all, if a student has more than three tardies in a quarter they 
cannot receive a perfect attendance award. 

You may have noticed your child bringing home ñCaught Being Goodò Coins. When any staff mem-
ber sees students following the 4 Bs they hand them a coin. When the student receives ten coins 
they can trade them in for a Wrangler clip. After ten Wrangler clips they can trade them in for a 4 B 
dog tag. Once the student has received all four of the 4B dog tags they will have a special lunch 
with the principal.  

Please ask your child about how they are following the 4Bs in the different locations around the 
building and let them know how proud you are when they bring their coins, clips, or dog tags home.

Action Steps for Parents if  Children are Sick and Must Stay Home  

§ Have activities for your children to do while at home. Pull together games, books, DVDs and 
other items to keep your family entertained.  

§ Find out if your employer will allow you to stay at home to care for sick household members 
or children dismissed from school. Ask if you can work from home. If this is not possible, find 
other ways to care for your children at home.  

Tips for taking care of children (and other household members) with the flu  

§ Stay home if you or your child is sick until at least 24 hours after there is no longer a fe-
ver or signs of a fever (without the use of a fever -reducing medicine). Keeping sick students 
at home means that they keep their viruses to themselves rather than sharing them with oth-
ers. Stay home even if taking antiviral medicines.  

§ Cover coughs and sneezes. Clean hands with soap and water or an alcohol -based hand 
rub often and especially after coughing or sneezing.  

§ Keep sick household members in a separate room (a sick room) in the house as much 
as possible to limit contact with household members who are not sick. Consider designating a 
single person as the main caregiver for the sick person.  

§ Monitor the health of the sick child and any other household members by checking 
for fever and other symptoms of flu. A fever is a temperature taken with a thermometer that 
is equal to or greater than 100 degrees Fahrenheit (37.8 degrees Celsius). If you are not able 
to measure a temperature, the sick person might have a fever if he or she feels warm, has a 
flushed appearance, or is sweating or shivering.  

 Watch for emergency warning signs that need urgent medical attention. These warning 
 signs include:  

o Fast breathing or trouble breathing  

o Bluish or gray skin color 

o Not drinking enough fluids 

o Not urinating or no tears when crying  

o Severe or persistent vomiting 

o Not waking up or not interacting  

o Being so irritable that the child does not want to be held  

o Pain or pressure in the chest or abdomen 

o Sudden dizziness 

o Confusion 

o Flu-like symptoms improve but then return with fever and worse cough  
 

§ Check with your doctor about any special care needed for household members who 
may be at higher risk for complications from flu. This includes children under the age of five 
(5) years, pregnant women, people of any age who have chronic medical conditions (such as 
asthma, diabetes, or heart disease), and people age 65 years and older.  

§ Have the sick household member wear a facemask ï if available and tolerable ï when 
sharing common spaces with other household members to help prevent spreading the virus to 
others. This is especially important if other household members are at high risk for complica-
tions from flu.  

§ Ask your doctor about antiviral medicines or fever -reducing medicines for sick 
household members. Do not give aspirin to children or teenagers; it can cause a rare but seri-
ous illness called Reyeôs syndrome  

§ Make sure sick household members get plenty of rest and drink clear fluids (such 
as water, broth, sports drinks, electrolyte beverages for infants) to keep from being dehy-
drated.

North Ranch will be having a 
student immunization clinic for 
the Seasonal and Novel H1N1 
virus on Friday, November 6, 
2009.  This clinic will take place 

If you wish 
for your student to participate, registration 
will be completed online.  Students 9 years 
of age and younger will require a second 
dose of the H1N1 vaccine.  Parents of 
students requiring a second dose will be 
notified when the second clinic date is determined.
