Art Masterpiece

Art Masterpiece is avolunteer driven supplemental art program tha provides an incredible oppatunity for our
students to further develop skillsin art appreciation and critical thinking throughexploration and handson
activities. Once a month volunteers gointo the classroomand present a piece of art by afamousartist. Volunteers
choo a print from our supply to share with theclass. They then briefly talk with the students aboutthe artist,
induding ther style of art and guide a discussion giving the students a chance to create their own project througha
handson activity meant to reinforce the artist@ style or technique Y oudon®need an art background jug an
interest in sharing art with your child@class. Training, bookson artists, project idess books, prints, and art
supplies are provided.

Book Fair

The Book Fair is typically hdd during parent conference week in January and will raise fundswhile providing
students with valuable materials to hdp foder their love of reading. Unlimited volunteers are needed during the
week of the sale to assist as cashiers, hdp students make selectionsand to hdp set uptake down the bookracks.
Time commitment will depend on thetotal of volunteers committing to the program, approximately 2-hour shifts.

Volunteers will use the copy machineto assist teachers by copying thar handous. A schedule will be podedin
theworkroomso that teachers will know in advance when to counton volunteer hdp. Volunteers can betrained at
thar convenience. You can work as much or as little as your schedule permits.

Consumer Incentive Programs

Volunteers are neaded to hdp publicize and manage Sandpiper@ participaion in consumer incentive programs.
Such programs usudly pay the school to collect receipts, box tops etc. Thevolunteersfor this program will then
send thereceipts and box topsto the appropriate supplier for school credit. We ask everyoneto please collect the
box topsfrom General Mill@ produds and return to the school office.

Family Nights

These eveningsprovide families with an oppotunity to spend an evening of fun togeher at school. Volunteers are
needed during these events to supevise activities or hdp set uptear down. Short shifts allow volunteersto spend
pat of the evening with their own families. Volunteers can be scheduled as much or as little as they choos and do
NOT have to commit to theentire year.

MARE is a
whole-school, interdisciplinary marine science program offering teacher education, a comprehendve KB6
curriculum, and an GDcean WeekOactivity for studentsin al gradelevels Ocean Week involves teachers, students,
parents and the community in trandorming an entire school into a laboratory for ocean exploration. Grade levels
condruct ther own ocean habitats and condud research and involved lab experiments. Guest speakers with
experience in ocean studies visit each classroomand facilitate student activities.
