This year the Haunted House will run 
simultaneously with the school's Fall 
Festival on Friday, October 23rd, 5:30 
to 8:30pm.  "Last year's Haunted House 
was such an unexpected hit, for my 
actors and for the huge crowds that 
came through it," commented Mrs. 
Hazard, Drama teacher and SkitZos 
matriarch. "This year's house is going to 
be even bigger and better. Yes, we've 
got more than a few tricks up our 
sleeve."

In addition to the evening of 
October 23rd, the Haunted House will 
also run on Thursday, October 22nd, a 
night especially for younger children.  

"We tone down the intensity, a little less 
scary," shares veteran SkitZo, Carson 
Mlnarik.  Then adds with a grin, "Just a 
little."  Explorer students are encouraged 
to bring their younger siblings and 
parents on this night, for a very family-
friendly Halloween experience. Students 
are even encouraged to come in 
costume.
